
35.751 EXEMPT MATERIALS PERMIT.​

Subdivision 1. Permit required. If it is considered by the board to be in the best interest of the livestock​
industry of the state and not detrimental to the public health, safety, or general welfare, the board may adopt​
rules authorizing an exempt materials permit for specified materials of a nonmeat nature. No person may​
feed material exempted under section 35.73, subdivision 4, to livestock or poultry without first securing a​
permit from the board, and no person may transport exempted material over the public highways of the state​
for the purpose of feeding it to livestock or poultry unless the person has a permit. A permit must be renewed​
on or before July 1 each year.​

Subd. 2. Application. A person desiring a permit or the renewal of a permit under this section shall​
make written application to the board in accordance with its rules.​

Subd. 3. Revocation; denial. Upon determination that a person who has a permit or who has applied​
for a permit issued under this section has violated sections 35.73 to 35.79 or any rules made under those​
sections, the board may revoke the permit or refuse to issue a permit to the applicant.​
