A utility may not effect an involuntary disconnection of residential services in affected counties when​
an excessive heat watch, heat advisory, or excessive heat warning issued by the National Weather Service​
is in effect. For purposes of this section, "utility" means a public utility providing electric service, municipal​
utility, or cooperative electric association.​
