
216B.2401 ENERGY SAVINGS POLICY GOAL.​

The legislature finds that energy savings are an energy resource, and that cost-effective energy savings​
are preferred over all other energy resources. The legislature further finds that cost-effective energy savings​
should be procured systematically and aggressively in order to reduce utility costs for businesses and residents,​
improve the competitiveness and profitability of businesses, create more energy-related jobs, reduce the​
economic burden of fuel imports, and reduce pollution and emissions that cause climate change. Therefore,​
it is the energy policy of the state of Minnesota to achieve annual energy savings equal to at least 1.5 percent​
of annual retail energy sales of electricity and natural gas through cost-effective energy conservation​
improvement programs and rate design, energy efficiency achieved by energy consumers without direct​
utility involvement, energy codes and appliance standards, programs designed to transform the market or​
change consumer behavior, energy savings resulting from efficiency improvements to the utility infrastructure​
and system, and other efforts to promote energy efficiency and energy conservation.​
