
609B.332 CRIME OF VIOLENCE CONVICTION; USE OF POLICE COMMUNICATION​
EQUIPMENT PROHIBITED.​

A person convicted of a crime of violence, as defined in section 624.712, subdivision 5, is not entitled​
to exercise the privilege granted under section 299C.37, subdivision 1, unless ten years have elapsed since​
the person has been restored to civil rights or the sentence has expired, whichever occurs first, and during​
that time the person has not been convicted of any other crime of violence, as defined under section 299C.37,​
subdivision 1.​
