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624.63 DANGEROUS EXHIBITIONS.

Every proprietor, lessee, or occupant of any place of amusement, or any plat of ground, or building,
who shall use or allow it to be used for the exhibition of skill in throwing any sharp instrument at or toward
any human being, or who shall aim or discharge, or allow to be aimed or discharged, at or toward any human
being, any bowgun, pistol, or firearm of any description, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.
