
121A.065 DISTRICT SURVEYS TO COLLECT STUDENT INFORMATION; PARENT NOTICE​
AND OPPORTUNITY FOR OPTING OUT.​

(a) School districts and charter schools, in consultation with parents, must develop and adopt policies​
on conducting student surveys and using and distributing personal information on students collected from​
the surveys. School districts and charter schools must:​

(1) directly notify parents of these policies at the beginning of each school year and after making any​
substantive policy changes;​

(2) inform parents at the beginning of the school year if the district or school has identified specific or​
approximate dates for administering surveys and give parents reasonable notice of planned surveys scheduled​
after the start of the school year;​

(3) give parents direct, timely notice, by United States mail, e-mail, or other direct form of communication,​
when their students are scheduled to participate in a student survey; and​

(4) give parents the opportunity to review the survey and to opt their students out of participating in the​
survey.​

(b) School districts and charter schools must not impose an academic or other penalty upon a student​
who opts out of participating in a survey under paragraph (a).​
