
148.283 UNAUTHORIZED PRACTICE OF PROFESSIONAL, ADVANCED PRACTICE​
REGISTERED, AND PRACTICAL NURSING.​

The practice of advanced practice, professional, or practical nursing by any person who has not been​
licensed to practice advanced practice, professional, or practical nursing under the provisions of sections​
148.171 to 148.285, or whose license has been suspended or revoked, or whose registration or national​
credential has expired, is hereby declared to be inimical to the public health and welfare and to constitute a​
public nuisance. Upon a complaint being made by the board or any prosecuting officer, and upon a proper​
showing of the facts, the district court of the county where such practice occurred may enjoin such acts and​
practice. Such injunction proceeding shall be in addition to, and not in lieu of, all other penalties and remedies​
provided by law.​
