A full and complete record shall be kept of all proceedings at any formal hearing had before the​
commission or any commissioner or hearing examiner and all testimony shall be taken down by a reporter​
appointed by the commission. A copy of the transcript shall be furnished on demand to any party to the​
proceedings upon payment of reasonable costs of reproduction.​
