
179.255 PAYMENTS INTO HOME BENEFIT FUND.​

Whenever a construction worker who is a member of a benefit fund works temporarily in a location​
such that contributions are made by or for the worker into another benefit fund, the trustees of the fund, or​
their agent, shall pay all such money to the trustees of the fund to which the construction worker is a member,​
except that such payment shall not exceed the rate of contribution to the fund in which the construction​
worker is a member. Payments may be made by check and shall be made promptly and regularly, at least​
once every 30 days. Each such payment from the trustees of one fund to the trustees of another shall be​
accompanied by a written statement including the name, address, and Social Security number of each​
construction worker for whom payment is made, the amount being paid for each worker, and the number​
of hours of work for which payment is being made.​
