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192.01 MINNESOTA NATIONAL GUARD.

The Minnesota National Guard consists of the regularly enlisted militia within the ages prescribed by
federal law and regulations, organized, armed, and equipped as hereinafter provided, and of commissioned
officers and warrant officers within the ages and having the qualifications prescribed by federal law and
regulations. "National Guard" applies only to militia organized as provided for in the military code and
authorized by federal law and regulations relating to the National Guard. The number of officers and enlisted
members of the National Guard shall be fixed from time to time and organized so as to meet the requirements
of the federal laws.
