
29.24 ADULTERATED OR INEDIBLE EGGS, SALE FORBIDDEN.​

No person shall buy, sell, offer or expose for sale, or possess for sale, eggs for human consumption that​
are inedible or adulterated. Eggs that are filthy, putrid, decomposed, or otherwise unfit for food in whole or​
in part, shall be deemed to be adulterated. Eggs which contain black rots, white rots, mixed rots (addled​
eggs), sour eggs with green whites, eggs with stuck yolks, moldy eggs, musty eggs, eggs showing blood​
rings, eggs containing embryo chicks (at or beyond the blood ring stage), or any other eggs that are filthy,​
decomposed, or putrid shall be deemed to be inedible.​
