
326.15 FALSE IMPERSONATION.​

It shall be unlawful for any person to present or attempt to use as the person's own the seal or certificate​
of another, or to give false or forged evidence of any kind to the board, or any member thereof, or to falsely​
impersonate any licensee or certificate holder of like or different name, or to use or attempt to use as the​
person's own the license of another issued by any authority outside of this state, or to use or attempt to use​
an expired or revoked or suspended license.​
