
469.020 DISCRIMINATION PROHIBITED, DISPLACED FAMILIES.​

There shall be no discrimination in the selection of tenants because of race or religious, political, or​
other affiliations, but, if the number of qualified applicants for dwelling accommodations exceeds the dwelling​
units available, preference shall be given to inhabitants of the municipality in which the project is located,​
and to the families who occupied the dwellings eliminated by demolition, condemnation, and effective​
closing as part of the project, as far as is reasonably practicable without discrimination against families living​
in other substandard areas within the same municipality.​
