
548.10 NEW COUNTY; DOCKETING OLD JUDGMENTS; REAL ESTATE TAX JUDGMENTS.​

When a new county is created, the court administrator of the district court thereof shall transcribe into​
the court administrator's records all the docket entries relative to judgments for the payment of money,​
including real estate tax judgments, against lands situated in such new county, rendered within the ten years​
next preceding such creation and docketed in the counties from which such new county was set off, and​
such transcribed entries shall have the same effect as transcripts of dockets of judgments made by the court​
administrator of the county where the originals were docketed and filed in another county. For such​
transcription the court administrator shall receive from the new county 15 cents for each judgment.​
