
37.05 OFFICERS; COMPENSATION; EXPENSES.​

The annual honorarium of the president of the board of managers is $1,400, and that of the other members​
is $1,000 each.​

On the final day of each annual meeting of the society the board shall elect a secretary to hold office​
for one year and until a successor is elected and qualified. The board shall set the compensation of the​
secretary. The board may also appoint a treasurer for the term of one year and fix the treasurer's compensation.​
The treasurer shall keep all accounts and fiscal records of the society. The board may designate the secretary​
as the treasurer of the society.​

The board may allow the traveling expenses of its members and of the secretary and treasurer or other​
employees while in the performance of their official duties. Claims for traveling expenses must be itemized​
in full and verified before allowance.​
