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136F.701 REFUND OF TUITION.

(a) Any student who is a resident of the state, has enrolled in the state colleges and universities and paid
tuition for the course, and who, prior to the termination of the school year for which the tuition was paid,
enlisted or has been inducted into the military service of the United States, either voluntarily or pursuant to
the present selective service law, is entitled to the refund of all tuition paid for which credit cannot properly
be given.

(b) The administrative officers of the state colleges and universities shall refund to the students any
tuition so paid. Any student making application for refund of any paid tuition must furnish to the administrative
officers of the state colleges and universities a certificate from the proper officers reciting the fact of the
enlistment or the induction of the student into the military service of the United States.
