
15.10 RECORDS DELIVERED TO DEPARTMENT HEADS.​

The head of a department or other agency whose functions, powers, and duties are by Laws 1939, chapter​
431, assigned and transferred to another department or agency, shall transfer and deliver to such other​
department or agency all contracts, books, maps, plans, papers, records, and property of every description​
within the department head's jurisdiction or control, and shall also transfer thereto any or all employees​
engaged in the exercise of such functions, powers, or duties. The head of such other department or agency​
to which such assignment or transfer is made is hereby authorized to take possession of the property, and​
shall take charge of the employees and shall employ them in the exercise of their respective functions,​
powers, and duties transferred as aforesaid, without reduction of compensation; subject to change or​
termination of employment or compensation as may be otherwise provided by law.​
