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245.982 PROGRAM SUPPORT.

In order to address the problem of gambling in this state, the compulsive gambling fund should attempt
to assess the beneficiaries of gambling, on a percentage basis according to the revenue they receive from
gambling, for the costs of programs to help problem gamblers and their families. In that light, the governor
is requested to contact the chairs of the 11 tribal governments in this state and request a contribution of funds
for the compulsive gambling program. The governor should seck a total supplemental contribution of
$643,000. Funds received from the tribal governments in this state shall be deposited in the Indian gaming
revolving account.
