
84.363 SALE OF DEAD AND DOWN TIMBER.​

The county auditor may with the approval of the county board sell dead, down and mature timber upon​
any tract of agricultural land designated by the commissioner of natural resources. Such sale of timber​
products shall be for cash at not less than the appraised value thereof, as determined by the commissioner,​
to the highest bidder after not less than one week's published notice in an official paper within the county.​
Any timber offered at such public sale and not sold may thereafter be sold at private sale by the county​
auditor at not less than the appraised value thereof. The forestry practices to be followed in the cutting of​
this timber shall be approved by the commissioner.​
