
97A.161 AGREEMENT WITH WHITE EARTH INDIANS.​

The commissioner may enter into an agreement with authorized representatives of the White Earth Band​
of Chippewa Indians on substantially the same terms as the agreement adopted by section 97A.151 and​
amended under section 97A.155; except that the agreement shall provide that 2-1/2 percent of the proceeds​
from all licenses sold in the state for hunting, fishing, trapping, and taking of minnows and other bait shall​
be credited to the special license account established by section 97A.151. The funds shall be remitted to the​
White Earth Band in the manner and subject to the terms and conditions that may be mutually agreed upon.​
An agreement negotiated under this section shall be for a term of at least four years following the date of​
its execution.​
