
97A.471 NONRESIDENT COURTESY LICENSES.​

Subdivision 1. Game and fish officers of other jurisdictions. The commissioner may issue a courtesy​
nonresident license to take game or fish without charge to a game and fish or conservation employee of​
another state or of the United States that is in the state to assist or cooperate with the commissioner.​

Subd. 2. Guests of governor or commissioner. The commissioner may issue a nonresident courtesy​
license to take game or fish without charge to an official of another state, the United States, or foreign country​
and to a representative of a conservation organization or publication that is in the state as a guest of the​
governor or commissioner.​

Subd. 3. Nonapplicability to moose or elk hunting. This section does not apply to taking moose or​
elk.​
