
192.32 DISCRIMINATION IN PUBLIC ACCOMMODATIONS OR PUBLIC SERVICES.​

It shall be unlawful for any person to discriminate against any member of the military forces of the​
United States, of this state or of any other state because of membership therein or the wearing of a military​
uniform with respect to access or admission to, full utilization of or benefit from any public accommodation​
or public service as said terms are defined in chapter 363A. Any person violating any of the provisions of​
this section shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor.​
